PREFACE

This report, published annually since 1966,
provides basic information on the structure and
developments in the sectors of construction and
housing.

The data presented refer to the Construction and
the Land and Buildings Development Surveys for
2013, as well as the Building Permits and Housing
Survey for 2014. Note that data on the structure of
enterprises in the sector have been revised for the
period 2008-2012 due to methodological changes.

The report contains detailed information on output
and intermediate consumption, investment, stocks,
prices, dwellings completed and building permits
authorised. Data refer only to the Government
controlled area, excluding the part of the island
occupied by Turkish troops since July 1974.

This publication was prepared by the staff of the
Construction Statistics Unit. The work was
co-ordinated by Mrs. Evi Demetriou, Statistics
Officer A’, under the guidance and supervision of
Mr. Pantelis Protopapas, Senior Statistics Officer,
Head of the Business, Energy, Environment and
Science and Technology Statistics Division.

INTRODUCTION

I. DEVELOPMENTS IN CONSTRUCTION
AND HOUSING

1.1  Growth in construction activity

The growth rate of the construction sector
(as defined by the statistical classification of
economic activities NACE Rev. 2) in real terms was
negative in 2014 for a seventh year in a row,
reflecting the situation of deep recession that
construction activity is experiencing. Based on the
gross value added at constant 2005 market prices,
the rate of growth for 2014 showed a decline of
11,6% (over 2013), following the decline of 23,0%
in 2013. The contribution of the sector to the GDP
was reduced to 3,6% in 2014 from 12,3% in 2008.

The gross output of the construction sector,
at current market prices, dropped in 2014 by 9,4%
to €1.716,1 million compared to €1.893,5 million in
2013. Value added, at current market prices, is
estimated to have reached €506,5 million in 2014
compared to €607,5 million in 2013, recording a
decrease of 16,6%.

The number of persons employed in the
sector in full time equivalent terms was reduced
from 20.242 persons in 2013 to 18.447 persons in
2014. The number of persons registered as
unemployed decreased from 7.263 persons in 2013
to 6.510 persons in 2014,

1.2  The structure of the construction sector

In 2013, the division of buildings
construction (NACE Rev. 2, division 41) accounted
for 60,4% of the total gross output of the sector, the
division of civil engineering (NACE Rev. 2,
division 42) for 15,8% and the division of
specialised construction activities (NACE Rev. 2,
division 43) for 23,8%.

During 2014, the share of new construction
in residential buildings is estimated at 42,2% of the
total output and of non-residential buildings at
23,7%, while civil engineering projects accounted
for 34,1%. The corresponding figures for 2013 were
37,8% for residential buildings, 22,8% for non-
residential ~ buildings and 39,4% for civil
engineering projects.

1.3 Construction costs

Labour costs during 2014 decreased by 5,3%
following a decrease of 8,5% in 2013.

The price index of construction materials
increased by 1,0%, compared to the decrease of
0,4% recorded in 2013. The change in the price
index is due to the increases that have been
recorded mainly in the prices of gravel and sand

1.5 Building permits authorized

The number of building permits authorized in
2014 decreased to 4.933 from 5.341 in 2013. The
total value of these permits decreased by 24,7% and
the total area by 24,9%. The number of dwelling
units to be constructed by these permits amounted
to 2.855 compared to 4.141 in 2013 and 5.879 in
2012.

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Of the building permits authorized in 2014,
68,2% were permits for residential buildings with
a declared value of €564,4 million or 65,7% of
the total value. Permits for non-residential buildings
amounted to €202,7 million or 23,6% of the total.

1.6 Dwellings completed

In 2014, the number of new dwellings
completed decreased by 29,1% and amounted to
2.718 housing units compared to 3.833 in the
previous year. Of the dwellings completed in 2014,
1.670 were constructed in urban areas and 1.048 in
rural areas. The average number of rooms per new
dwelling was 5,4 in 2014 compared to 5,6 in 2013.

Of the 2.556 new dwellings constructed in
2014 in the private sector, 61,5% were houses and
38,5% were apartments, compared to 59,2% and
40,8% respectively in the previous year.

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1.7 Dwelling stock

The dwelling stock at the end of 2014
increased by 0,6% and reached 443.829 units as
against 441.251 in 2013. Of these dwellings, 61,0%
were in the urban areas. The occupied living
quarters in 2014 numbered 307.667 units.

1.8 Value added of housing

The value added of the housing sector, at
current market prices, decreased by 4,1% and
reached €1.448,4 million. In real terms, value
added recorded an increase of 1,8% in 2014
compared to an increase of 0,9% in 2013.

The contribution of dwelling services to the
gross value added of the economy at constant 2005
prices increased from 7,5% in 2013 to 8,0% in
2014.

II. SOURCES AND METHODS

2.1 Sources of data

The data sources used in this report are
mainly annual sample surveys, other monthly and
quarterly inquiries and administrative records. A
detailed description follows.

2.2 Construction Survey and Land and
Buildings Development Survey

2.21 Scope

The Construction Survey is conducted
annually since 1987 while the Land and Buildings
Development Survey started in 2005. Both aim at
collecting data on the basic economic
characteristics on enterprises active in the
construction sector (such as employment, earnings,
output, cost of materials, administrative and other
expenses, stocks and investments), in order to
identify and assess developments in this important
sector of the economy.

2.22 Coverage

Up to the reference year 2007, the
Construction Survey covered the construction sector
as defined by section F of the Statistical
Classification of Economic Activities, NACE
Rev. 1.1 of the EU. The Land and Buildings

As of the reference year 2008, the version
NACE Rev. 2 was adopted and, ever since, the
Construction Survey covers group 41.2 and
divisions 42 and 43 whereas the Land and Buildings
Development Survey covers group 41.1.

Enterprises are classified by kind of economic
activity as defined under NACE Rev. 2. This is
designed to include units which either undertake
construction work exclusively or whose main
activity is in construction. Enterprises or other
organisations that are not classified in the
construction sector (their main activity does not fall
under section F) are excluded. Such enterprises may
exist in the mining and quarrying sector but also in
the public and broader public sector.

Owing to the Turkish invasion of Cyprus in
July 1974, the collection of data is confined to
enterprises operating in the Government controlled
area of the island.

2.23 Method of conducting the surveys

Data for both surveys are collected using
specific ~ paper  questionnaires. The  two
questionnaires are similar in structure and content;
some minor differences reflect the particularities of
the activities. Data collection is carried out by
personal interview from staff of the Statistical
Service who visit all enterprises included in the
sample.

2.24 Sample used

The two surveys were conducted on a sample
basis. The 2013 Business Register provided the
frame for the sample. Enterprises which, according
to the Business Register employed 20 persons or
more were covered exhaustively. For the enterprises
with less than 20 persons employed, a stratified
sample was taken on the basis of their economic
activity and their employment size class.

The total sample numbered 1.095 enterprises,
of which 140 employed 20 persons and above, 137
employed 10 to 19 persons and 818 employed 0 to 9
persons. It is worth noting that nearly 95,6% of the
population of enterprises in the construction sector
employ up to 9 persons.

The statistical units for sample selection
consist of the registration numbers representing
unique enterprises in the sampling frame. Within
each stratum a sample of predetermined size was
selected systematically with probability
proportional to enterprise size.

2.25 The statistical unit enumerated

The statistical unit enumerated is the
enterprise. This is described as any economic unit
which is mainly engaged in construction activities
and may operate in a variety of construction sites,
establishments or locations. The information
collected refers to the enterprise as a whole.

2.26 Reference period

The reference period for the data collected is
the calendar year.

2.27 Confidentiality of results

In compliance with the provisions of the
Statistics Law No. 15(I)/2000, all data collected are
treated as confidential and used solely for statistical
purposes. No data are published for activities where
there are only one or two enterprises in the
population, unless they have given their consent
(except in cases where the enterprise is a semi-
government organisation or a public company).

2.28 Revision of data and comparability

Data on the structure of enterprises in the
construction sector have been revised for the period
2008-2012 due to methodological changes.
The revision can be attributed to two main factors,
the improvements in the coverage of the sector in
the Business Register and the treatment of
subcontracting.

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More specifically:

la.  The reconciliation of the Business Register
to the definition of the “enterprise™ has led to the
removal from the construction sector of certain
statistical units that referred to the construction
activity of public or semi-government organi-
sations, such as the Public Works Department, the
district administration offices, the Electricity
Authority, the Telecommunications Authority etc.

Ib.  The use of administrative records as the sole
source of updating the Business Register has
brought about changes to the sector’s population
and unit reclassifications. In particular, the coverage
of the self employed has significantly improved
leading to a large increase in the population of the
sector. Consequently, it was deemed necessary to
recalculate the weighting coefficients that were
used in the sample surveys.

2. In the past, subcontracting was not included
in the calculation of gross output (neither of
intermediate consumption) so that the value of
the gross output to be comparable with the total
cost of construction of a project as estimated
from the Building Permits and Housing Survey.
In implementing the provisions of Regulation
(EC) No. 250/2009 concerning the definitions
of characteristics for structural business statistics,
starting from the reference year 2008,
subcontracting is included in gross output
(and in intermediate consumption). Hence, this
change has no effect on value added.

The above mentioned changes have led to the data
as from 2008 onwards not being directly
comparable to data for the previous years.

2.3 Building Permits and Housing Survey

2.31 Scope and coverage

The Building Permits and Housing Survey is
an annual survey and is carried out on a sample
basis, covering the building permits authorised by
the municipalities, the district administration offices
of the Ministry of Interior and the Agios Tychon
Community Board. Copies of all permits issued are
forwarded by local government authorities to the
Statistical Service on a monthly basis.

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The survey aims at collecting basic data on
housing and other construction activity, such as the
distribution of construction expenditure by type of
project, housing characteristics by district and size,
etc.

The survey extends only to the Government
controlled area, both urban and rural.

2.32 Data collected

The data are obtained through a special
questionnaire that is filled in by the enumerators of
the Statistical Service.

The principal information collected is the
following:

(1) Characteristics of the project:
District, location area, type of project and
building, area in square metres, number of
buildings and dwellings to be constructed.

(i) Demolitions:
Year of demolition, number of buildings
and dwellings demolished.

(iii) Stages of construction:
Number of permits realized (starts of
construction work), period needed for the
realization of a permit, number of projects
completed, duration of the construction
process, stages of construction.

(iv) Expenditure in construction:

Work put in place by year, estimates for the
additional amount needed for the comple-
tion of the projects.

(v) Type of buildings completed:

Floor area by type, total cost by type of
building.

(vi) Houses completed:

Number and type of houses completed,
number and area of rooms, rooms by
purpose of use, housing amenities, year of
completion, total construction cost, number
of storeys, intended use of the house.

(vii) Apartment blocks completed:
Number and type of buildings, number and

2.33 Sample used

The frame for sample selection for the 2014
Survey was a list of all building permits authorised
in 2014 by the local government authorities and all
permits authorised in previous years, for which
either construction work had not started or had not
been completed by December 2013. This type of
“follow-up enquiry” is considered essential, since a
time lag exists from the date of issue of a permit
until the final completion of the project. Therefore,
all permits that have been selected in the sample in
any year’s survey are “followed up” annually and
are being “dropped out” from the current year’s
sample only when the construction work is
completed.

The sampling method employed consists of
a combination of stratified and two stages samp-
ling. First, the building permits are stratified by
type of project for each administrative district, as
follows:

(1) Residential
(i) Commercial
(iii) Residential/Commercial
(iv) Residential/Services
(v) Residential/Industrial
(vi) Residential/Agricultural
(vii) Hotels
(viii) Hotel Apartments
(ix) Holiday Apartments
(x) Services
(xi) Industrial
(xii) Agricultural

Projects whose declared building area was
greater than 900 m? were fully covered, with the
exception of residential and commercial projects
with declared building area between 900 and 1.350
m? whose rate of coverage was 50%.

For the remaining projects, a sample was
selected based on a predetermined number of
permits proportional to the total number of permits
in each strata. In view of the relationship between
area size and construction expenditure, before the
final selection, each of the above strata was
stratified further into six area sizes. Each sampling
unit was drawn with probability proportional to the
total area of permits in each of the six categories.

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The sample for 2014 amounted to 10,8% of
the permits authorised during the year.

2.34 Problems encountered during data collection

The collection of data is carried out by
enumerators of the Service who visit the person
given as the applicant on the permit. In many cases,
however, the address on the permit is incomplete or
is entirely missing and the interviewers have to
resort to administrative records and maps in order to
locate the project’s site. In other cases the applicant
is not the person directly involved in the
construction process or the financial aspects of the
project. Additional effort is needed in these cases
to obtain the necessary information, ie. to locate the
name and address of the person “actively” involved
in following through the whole construction
process.

Apart from the above identification problems,
an entirely different in nature problem arises with
the valuation of the actual work put in place
annually, the total expenditure involved in the
construction of the project, etc. It should be noted
however that, because of the nature of the
construction activity, such problems are common.
In such cases the respondent has to give his best
estimate or the enumerator occasionally has to
estimate both the value of work put in place, as well
as the time of reference. Finally, in some cases it
was observed that the expected cost for the
construction of the project, as recorded on the
building permit, was highly underestimated in
comparison with the actual expenditure incurred at
the completion of the project.

2.4 Production, Prices and Labour cost Indices

The production index measures the quarterly
changes in production value at constant prices. It is
based on a sample of enterprises active in the
construction sector. For the calculation of the index
and for every quarter the information collected is
either work done, or turnover or hours worked by
the production personnel (depending on the
enterprise) and these output measures are then
deflated by the output prices index.

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The quarterly index of output prices measures
the fluctuations in prices charged to clients of
construction work. It is based on a sample of
enterprises and a list of various construction tasks
for which unit prices are requested. It is used also
as a deflator for the calculation of the production
index.

The price index of construction materials is
based on an extensive list of the main construction
materials. The index measures price changes, which
are compiled monthly from the main distributors or
producers of construction materials.

The index of labour cost in the construction
sector is the average hourly rate of the cost of
engaging a worker for normal hours of work and is
calculated from a sample of workers in the private
construction sector.

2.5 Questionnaires used

The questionnaires used for the surveys are
presented in the Appendix.

III. CLASSIFICATION SYSTEMS
3.1 Economic activities

Enterprises covered are classified according
to their principal construction activity, based on the
main type of construction work put in place. The
Statistical Classification of Economic Activities
NACE Rev. 2 is being used in classifying data in
this report. According to NACE Rev. 2,
construction includes the general and special trade
contractors  primarily engaged in  contract
construction of buildings or civil engineering
projects, technicians working exclusively in
construction projects, as well as land and buildings
developers.

The land and buildings development
enterprises are engaged in the development of
residential and non-residential buildings by bringing
together financial, technical and physical means to
realise the construction projects for later sale.

General contractors of building and civil
engineering projects are engaged in erecting,
altering, repairing and demolishing buildings;

They engage in activities
such as plumbing, heating and air-conditioning
installation, = swimming  pool  construction,
bricklaying, stone setting, tile setting, marble and
stone work, carpentry, floor-laying, plastering and
latching, roofing, concrete work, painting and
decorating, electrical work, water-well drilling,
structural steel erection, excavating and foundation
work, wrecking and demolition work.

The assembly and installation on the site of
prefabricated, integral parts into bridges, water
tanks, storage and warehouse facilities, railroad and
elevated right-of-way, lift and escalator, plumbing,
central heating, ventilating and air conditioning,
lighting and electrical wiring, etc. systems in
building and all kinds of structures are also
construction activities.

The coding system used in classifying
construction projects is based on the Classification
of Types of Construction (CC), published in 1996
by Eurostat, developed on the basis of the
provisional Central Product Classification (CPC).

IV. DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED

4.1 Enterprise: Refers to an economic unit which
is a legal entity (a firm or self-employed) engaging
in construction activities. It may consist of more
than one construction units located at various
places.

4.2 Employment: The following definitions are
used:

- Number of persons employed: It refers to the
total number of persons who work in the
enterprise. It includes working proprietors,
unpaid family workers (provided they worked
for at least half of the normal hours), apprentices
and all other full-time employees. It includes
also part-time employees, i.e. persons working
less than the usual number of days of operation
of the enterprise, or persons working fewer hours
per day. The number of persons employed is
reported as an annual average.

- Average number of persons employed in full

time equivalent: The difference with the
definition above is that persons working less than
the standard working hours/days of a day/week
or less than the standard number of
weeks/months in the year (part-time workers),
are converted into full time equivalents. The
conversion is carried out using a conversion
coefficient based on the number of working
hours or days for which the enterprise usually
operates according to the specific case of each
employee.

4.3  Site operatives: It refers to the employees
who are directly engaged in the construction or
related activities of the enterprise.

4.4  Gross output: This is the value of production
from construction activities (including land and
buildings development), sales of industrial products,
net receipts from the sale of goods sold in the same
condition as purchased, revenue from services
rendered to others, changes in stocks and other
receipts. The valuation of gross output is at prices
secured by the enterprise (excl. V.A.T.), less
discounts and commissions.

4.5 Value added at market prices: This is the
sector’s contribution to the Gross Domestic
Product. It is the residual of the value of production
value minus: the cost of materials, fuels and
electricity used, the amount paid to subcontracting,
as well as the administrative costs (e.g. telephone,
postage charges, advertising, legal services,
accounting and auditing, insurance, etc.) and rents
paid for buildings and machinery.

4.6 Value added at factor cost: This is the residual
of the value added at market prices minus indirect,
non-commodity taxes (such as motor vehicle
licences, municipality taxes, professional taxes, fees
for business licences, stamp duties, etc.).

4.7 Wages and salaries: These include the normal
wages and salaries, the 13™ and the 14™ salary,
overtime earnings, bonuses, value of payments in
kind, cost of living allowance and payment for days
on leave. All payments are calculated prior to any
deduction of income tax, social insurance, provident
and pension fund and other deductions.

4.8 Employers’ contributions: These include the
employers’ contributions to the social security fund,
provident and pension funds, medical, redundancy
and other funds.

4.9 Gross fixed capital formation: Refers to all
expenditure on fixed assets (new or used),
purchased or produced by the enterprise for its own
use, less sales of fixed assets. It also includes the
cost of any major additions and alterations to
existing fixed assets. Work done by the enterprise’s
own personnel is valued at the cost of labour,
materials and any other costs allocated to this work.
Fixed assets acquired from others are valued at the
full cost incurred i.e. at the delivery price plus
installation costs.

4.10 Value of materials used in production: The
delivery price at the enterprise is used for valuation,
i.e. including the ex-factory price, transport cost,
and other similar charges.

4.12 Stocks: They refer to the value of all
inventories owned by the enterprise, namely land
and buildings, stocks of materials, fuels and spare
parts and goods purchased for resale. Stocks are
valued at their book values (purchase value), at the
beginning and the end of the reference year.

4.13 Interest: Refers to the amount paid as interest
for capital borrowed related to the activities of the
enterprise.

4.14 Depreciation: Refers to the estimated value of
depreciation for capital goods (machinery, transport
equipment, buildings etc.). It is based on the
accounting depreciation concept and not on the
economic one.

4.15 Building permits authorised: Are the permits
issued by the local government authorities.

4.16 Invalid permits: Are the permits which have
been cancelled.

4.17 Covering permits: Are the permits which
were issued in order to cover construction work
already undertaken.

4.18 Urban/Rural: For the purpose of the Building
Permits and Housing Survey, each district is
divided into urban and rural area. In each case, the
urban area is determined by the municipal
boundaries of the towns and adjacent suburbs, while
all other areas are classified as rural.

The coverage of urban areas by district is as
follows:

Lefkosia: Municipal boundaries of Lefkosia
Town, Strovolos, Aglantzia, Agios
Dometios, Egkomi, Lakatameia,

420 Building: Is any independent structure
comprising one or more rooms or other spaces,
covered by a roof, enclosed with external walls or
dividing walls, which extend from the foundations
to the roof, and intended for residential, industrial,
commercial, agricultural and other purposes.

4.21 Dwelling (housing unit): A dwelling is a
room or suite of rooms and its accessories in a
permanent building or structurally separated part
thereof which by the way it has been built, rebuilt,
converted, etc., is intended for private habitation.
It should have a separate access to a street (direct or
via a garden or grounds) or to a common space
within the building (staircase, passage, gallery,
etc.). Detached rooms for habitation which are
clearly built, rebuilt, converted, etc., to be used as a
part of the dwelling should be counted as part of the
dwelling. A dwelling may thus be constituted of

4.22 Single house: Is a structure containing only
one housing unit, built on a separate plot of land
with direct access to the street.

4.23 Semi-detached or duplex: Is a structure on
one plot of land but comprising two independent
housing units attached to each other -either
horizontally or vertically. These dwellings could
have direct access to the street or via a common
space within the building.

4.24 Row houses: Are attached dwellings having
at least one wall or part of a wall in common.

4.25 Backyard house: Is a housing unit found on
the same plot of land with another principal house,
with direct access to the street or through the
garden. Usually it is built at the far end of the yard.

4.26 Apartment block: Is a structure built on a
single plot of land comprising three or more
housing units and at least two storeys with direct
access to the street or via a common place in the
building. An apartment block consisting not only of
housing units but also of shops or offices is
classified as residential/commercial apartment
block.

4.27 Apartments: Are housing units in an
apartment block.

4.28 Room: Is defined as a space in a housing unit
enclosed by walls reaching from the floor to the
ceiling or roof or at least to a height of
2 metres above the ground, of a size large enough to
hold a bed for an adult (4 square metres at
least).  Thus normal bedrooms, dining rooms,
living rooms, kitchens and other separate spaces
used or intended for habitation are included
by definition in the number of rooms. A kitchenette,
that is a kitchen of less than 4 square
metres, corridors, verandas, lobbies do not count
as rooms. Bathrooms and toilets even if
having an area of more than 4 square metres do not

4.29 Floor space of dwelling: The following
concepts are used for the floor space of a dwelling:

Total floor space is the total area of dwellings
measured inside the outer walls.

Useful floor space is the floor space of dwellings
measured inside the outer walls, excluding
cellars, non-habitable attics etc. and (in multi-
dwelling houses) common spaces.

Living floor space is the total area of spaces
falling under the concept of “room” as defined
above.

4.30 Dwelling with central heating: Dwellings are
considered as centrally heated if heating is provided
either from a central heating system or from an
installation built in the building or in the dwelling,
established for heating purposes, without regard to
the source of energy.

4.31 Dwelling with air conditioning: Dwellings
are considered having air conditioning if a central
installation exists in the building or separate units
are installed in the main rooms. Funs or similar
movable equipment are not included.

4.32 Dwelling stock: The dwelling stock includes
only conventional (permanent) dwellings, whether
occupied or not. The simple term “dwelling” is
generally used instead of “conventional dwelling”.
The dwelling stock does not include rustic (semi-
permanent) and improvised housing units (e.g. huts,
cabins, shanties), mobile housing units (e.g. trailers,
caravans, tents, wagons, boats) and housing units
not intended for human habitation (e.g. stables,
barns, mills, garages, warehouses).

433 Increases in the dwelling stock: Consist of
increases in the number of dwellings due to new
construction and increases due to other types of
building activity (restoration, extension, con-
version). In principle, increases in the number of
dwellings without building activity, (conversion of
one dwelling into two or more dwellings, or of

4.34  Decreases in the dwelling stock: Consist of
the following components: a) dwellings becoming
definitely empty (e.g. either because they are
declared unfit for habitation or because it is evident
that they will not again be occupied permanently),
whether demolished or not; in this category are also
included dwellings which, after having become
unsuitable for habitation, are subsequently restored
and effectively reinstated (as indicated above, the
restoration of the dwelling should be recorded as an
increase in the dwelling stock); b) dwellings fit for
habitation but demolished, e.g. to make way for the
construction of new houses or extension of
factories, the construction of new roads or the
widening of existing roads; c) dwellings destroyed
by fire, floods, subsidence or other disasters;
d) conversion of two or more dwellings into one
dwelling or of one or more dwellings into non-
residential accommodation (with or without
building activity).

V. METHODOLOGY FOR ESTIMATING
THE HOUSING SECTOR

The dwelling services originating from the
dwelling stock is the aggregate of the rental value of
all dwellings, irrespective of whether they are
rented or occupied by their owners. The output for
dwelling services is estimated on the basis of the
actual rents of rented dwellings and on the imputed
rents of owner-occupied dwellings. This is based on
the stratification method where the housing stock is
divided into a number of strata (number of rooms,
year of construction, location, type, etc.) and an
inference is made about the imputed rents of owner-
occupied dwellings from the actual rents obtained
by the annual survey on rents.

In computing the total rental value of dwellings,
data on the number of dwellings as well as the
actual rents per stratum, were derived from the
findings of the 2011 Population Census.
A quantity-price approach was used for the above
estimations. Value added at current market prices is
obtained by subtracting from the output of dwelling
services the cost of repairs and maintenance.

The structure of the construction sector in 2013

Output

Building contractors (NACE Rev. 2, group
41.2) was the dominant activity of the sector in
terms of value added at current market prices,
followed by electrical, plumbing and other
construction installation activities and by land and
buildings development.

The average gross output per person
employed was €88.861 with an average value
added of €28.511.

The value of new construction made up
58,4% of the total gross output. The land and
buildings development accounted for 12,3%,
subcontracting to others 12,8%, repairs 12,3% and
other receipts the remaining 4,2%.

Residential buildings comprised 37,8% of
new construction, non-residential buildings 22,8%
and civil engineering projects 39,4%.

MAIN RESULTS OF THE BUILDING
PERMITS AND HOUSING SURVEY, 2014

The number of building permits for which
construction work was expected to be undertaken in
2014 was 8.428. Out of these permits,
construction work had not started during the year for
only 2970 or 35,2%, whereas construction

was completed for 1.624 permits or 19,3%. The
majority of the completed buildings were
residential (80,9%).

Out of the 5.458 building permits realized,
23,9% were reported as not having started any
construction activity within the first 6 months from
the authorization of the permit.

The average construction period required for
the completion of a project finished in 2014 was 23
months. Only for 30% of all projects the period
required for their completion extended beyond
2 years. About 50% of the residential buildings is
reported to have been completed within a period of
18 months.

In 2014, 2.718 dwellings were completed
compared to 3.833 in the previous year and 6.565 in
2012. Only 162 units or 6,0% of all dwellings were
from the public sector.

Most of the new dwellings were in Lemesos
(28,5%), followed by Lefkosia (27,3%), Pafos
(20,1%), Larnaka (15,4%) while Ammochostos
followed with a share of 8,7%. About 61% of the
new dwellings were constructed in urban areas.

In 2014, 2.556 dwellings were completed in
the private sector, with an average floor space
of 178 m* and 5.4 rooms per dwelling. Of these
dwellings, 98,9% have been constructed with
heating installation, 96,2% with air condition and
100,0% with a solar water heater.

Out of the 1.573 new houses completed in the
private sector, 69,8% were single houses, 19,8%
were semi-detached and 10,4% upper-floor houses.
The average number of bedrooms per house was
3,0. Living floor space was 131,1 m® whereas
useful floor space constituted 183,8 m” out of an
average total housing area of 206,5 m’.

From the 1.573 houses completed in the
private sector, 410 or 26,1% were in Pafos
district, 379 or 24,1% in Lemesos, 375 or 23,8% in
Lefkosia, 282 or 17,9% in Larnaka and 127 or 8,1%
in Ammochostos district.

From the 983 apartments completed, 19% had
three or more bedrooms, 50% were two-bedroom
apartments, 28% one-bedroom and 3% studios. The
average area per apartment was 132,3 m>. Most of
the apartments were in Lemesos (36,0%), Lefkosia
(34,3%), Pafos (13,4%) and Larnaka (10,3%), while
Ammochostos followed with 6,0%. It is reckoned
that 2% of these apartments were to be used for
holiday purposes.

Out of the 2.556 new dwellings in the private
sector, 821 or 32% were reported to be used for own
residence and 1.632 or 64% were intended for rental
or sale. It is expected that 103 dwellings will be
used for holiday purposes.

The dwelling stock of Cyprus rose to 4438
thousand wunits, whereas the occupied living
quarters are estimated to be around 307,7 thousands.
Of these, 68,5% are located in the urban areas.
