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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 
This report reviews the crime trend over the 

period, 1976-2003 and focuses on developments 

in 2003 presenting statistical data from the 

Police, the Courts and the Prison. 

 

The main developments during 2003 can be 

summarized as follows: 

 

( ) In 2003 the number of serious offences 

reported to the Police (and found true) was 

7.256. It should be noted that as from 2003, 

the Police has changed the recording 

practice of serious offences reported; as a 

result a much higher number of cases are 

being recorded. Consequently the figures 

for 2003 are not strictly comparable with 

previous years. 

 

 

 

(b) Offences against property continue to 

 form the largest group of offences ac

 counting for 68,8% of serious offences, 

 followed by offences relating to for

 gery, coining and personation with 12,7%, 

 those injurious to  the public in general 

 with 6,8% and malicious injuries to prope- 

 rty with 5,2%. 

 

 

(c) The median age of adult offenders con-

 victed of serious offences was 27,9 years 

 for males and 28,6 years for females.  

 Women represented only 10,1% of the 

 adult offenders. Foreigners constituted a 

 sizeable proportion of adult offenders and 

 of women in particular.  They accounted 

 for 27,1% of total convictions for serious 

 offences,  26,3% of males and 34,9%  of 

 females.  Offenders of foreign nationality 

 committed mainly offences against prope-

 rty, offences against the Narcotic  drugs 

law and offences relating to forgery. 

 

 

 

(d) Juveniles involved in the commission of 

 offences both serious and minor, 

 decreased to 59 in 2003 from 105 in 2002.  

 Of these 2 were girls.  There  was no signi-  

         ficant change in the number of girls 

involved in the   commission of offences 

over 2002.  There were no changes in the 

type of offences committed. Juvenile 

delinquency continues to be mainly 
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reflected in offences against property. 

 

 

 (e) Persons appearing before the courts 

 decreased over 2002. They totalled 95.093  

 of which 76.916 males and 18.177 females.  

 Of these, 54.689 were convicted.  The bulk 

of convictions were of motoring offences 

 61,4% and of regulatory offences 19,7%.  

 Offences against the person accounted for 

only 1,7% of the total.  The most 

commonly used sentence by the courts has 

been the imposition of fines, which 

occurred  in 96,2% of convictions. 

 

 

 

(f) Receptions of convicted prisoners were 

 1.313 in 2003 (1.211 males and 102 fe-

 males).  Of these only 866 males and 75 

 females were convicted of criminal of

 fences, the rest were convicted of offences 

 against the military criminal code or were 

 non-criminal prisoners (i.e. civil debtors or 

 fine defaulters).  In most of the cases the 

 sentences imposed were shorter than 6 

 months giving a median length of sentence 

 of 4,2 months taken over all receptions and 

 2,6 months for penal offenders.  In addition 

 to the convicted prisoners, 653 untried 

 persons awaiting trial were received into 

 prison. 
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INTRODUCTION 

 

1. GENERAL REVIEW OF CRIME 

 TREND 
 

In 2003 crime occurred mostly in the big urban 

centers and mainly in the form of offences 

against property, i.e. breaking and entering, 

stealing and similar offences.  The bulk of 

offenders were young males and the incidence of 

crime diminished with increasing age. The 

number of juveniles involved in the commission 

of offences was decreased compared to the 

previous year. 

 

Due to the change in the recording practice of the 

Police concerning serious offences reported, the 

observed considerable increase in the number of 

cases reported, does not represent the actual 

increase of crime, since the figures for 2003 are 

not strictly comparable with previous years. 

 

 

2. SERIOUS OFFENCES 

 

The present analysis is based on offences 

recognized as such by the criminal law.  It covers 

only serious offences reported to the Police and 

thus excludes an unknown number of criminal 

offences, which have not been reported to the 

Police and all minor offences. 

 

 

In 2003, 7.337 serious offences were reported to 

the police.  Of these 80 were classified as no 

case, with no criminal offence having been really 

committed, one was found false, 2.649 were 

undetected, 1.418 were cleared up and 3.189 

were still open cases at the end of the year.  Of 

those open cases, 1.760 were classified as 

“pending” and 1.429 as “under investigation”.  It 

should be noted that from 2000 onwards the term 

“prima facie detected” has changed to “pending” 

and the term “prima facie undetected” to “under 

investigation”.   

 

 

 

The analysis of true cases reported to the police 

gives to the best available approximation the 

general picture of crime.  The total number of 

true cases reported in 2003 reached 7.256. 
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The extent of crime taken as a ratio of the 

number of true cases of serious offences reported 

to the Police per 100.000 population, reached a 

1.007 in 2003.  

 

 

Offences against property continue to form the 

largest group of offences accounting for 68,8%, 

of serious offences, followed by offences relating 

to forgery, coining, personation with 12,7%, 

offences injuri us to the public in general with 

6,8% and malicious injuries to property with 

5,2%. 

 

The average time taken between the commission 

of the offence and disposal of the case was 11,0 

months, ranging between 5,7 months on average 

for undetected cases and 20,1 for those tried.  For 

those cases which were otherwise disposed of the 

average time was 15,3 months. 

 

 

 

The detection rate was estimated at 43,8% in 

2003.  It is based on the true cases reported to the 

Police during the year and covers detected cases 

as well as those which, though still under 

investigation at the end of the year, have been 

classified as pending.  The lowest detection rate 

was 29,3% and concerns cases of malicious 

injuries to property. 

 

The majority of serious offences reported to the 

Police in 2003 and found true were committed in 

urban areas.  These represent 74,6% of the 

offences committed, with Lemesos in the lead 

accounting for 25,4% followed by Lefkosia with 

22,1%.  The incidence of crime is clearly higher 

in urban areas, even when the respective 

population size is taken into account and in 

particular in Larnaca, Lemesos, Pafos urban 

areas.  Among rural areas the incidence of crime 

is higher in Ammochostos rural area and Pafos 

district. 
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2.1 Offences against property 

 

Since the bulk of offences committed are 

offences against property they deserve particular 

attention. 

 

A large proportion of these offences i.e. 34,2% 

were committed in offices, shops and factories, 

28,1% in residential places and 12,1% in streets 

and open spaces.  The rest concerned recreation 

places, churches, schools, motor-vehicles and 

other places. 

 

Out of a total of 4.992 offences against property 

committed in 2003, 3.148 or 63,1% were 

committed on weekdays and 770 or 15,4% 

during weekends, while for 1.072 cases the exact 

day of the week on which the offence was 

committed is unknown. Based on the cases for 

which the time when the offence was committed 

is known, it can be said that the majority (1.554), 

were  committed during the night and a smaller 

number (1.188), were committed during daytime. 

 

 

In  4.484 cases, property of some value was 

stolen ranging from under 100 in 818 cases to 

over 5.000 in 259 cases.  The types of property 

stolen were mainly cash in 41,2% of the cases, 

jewellery 9,7%, electrical appliances 2,8%, 

motorcycles 2,3%, mobile phones 2,1%, motor 

cars 1,3%, motor vehicle spare parts 1,0% and 

clothing 0,7%.  In 382 cases or 8,5% of the total, 

the property stolen was recovered (in full for 190 

cases and partly in 192 cases).  It is also worth 

noting that in 334 cases property was stolen from 

foreigners residing in Cyprus and in 290 cases 

from tourists.

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2.2 Victims of offences against the person 

including sexual 

 

 

Offences of violence involving victims, whether 

these are offences against the person in general 

or sexual offences need to be examined 

separately.  In 2003 there were 228 cases and 

270 victims.  Of these, 52 cases with 57 victims 

were sexual offences and 176 cases involving 

213 victims were offences against the person. 

 

 

Sexual offences included 30 cases of rape, 3 

attempts to commit rape, 1 defilement of girl 

under 13 years, 3 defilements of girls 13-16 

years, 1 unnatural offence, 8 cases of abduction, 

4 cases of sexual exploitation of juveniles, 1 case 

of rape (violence within the family) and 1 

defilement of girl 13-16 years (violence within 

the family).  In the cases of rape and attempt to 

commit rape 13 victims were Cypriots, 10 

tourists and 14 foreign residents in Cyprus. 

 

 

Offences against the person included inter alia 15 

cases of murder, homicide or killing on 

provocation involving 15 victims and 10 cases of 

attempts to kill involving 13 victims.  Of the 

victims, 139 were Cypriots and 74 foreigners (53 

residents and 21 tourists). 

 

A variety of weapons were used in the offences 

against the person.  In 146 cases physical force 

was the only weapon used, in 15 cases firearms, 

in 1 case explosives, in 27 cases sharp 

instruments, in 1 case verbal threat, and in 4 

cases blunt instrument was used. 

 

 

 

2.3 Drugs 

 

There has been an increase in the number of 

offences involving drugs in 2003 compared to 

the previous year. There were 469 cases, 

compared to 427 in the previous year, none of 

which pertained of mere drug use.  The type of 

drugs encountered were mainly of flowering tops 

and leaves of cannabis (322 cases) and cannabis 

resin (83 cases).  Cases of other hard drugs such 

as cocaine 39 cases, heroin 66 cases and 37 cases 

of ekstasi MDMA were also reported. There 

were also 18 cases of cannabis plants cultivation. 
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3.        ADULT CRIMINALITY 

 

In this section the criminality among adults will 

be examined by analyzing detailed data on 

persons 16 years of age and over who were 

convicted for offences classified by Police as 

“Serious Offences”. 

 

3.1 Criminal proceedings for adults 

 

A total of 1.288 persons, 1.119 males and 169 

females were proceeded against for serious 

offences in 2003, compared to 1.434 males and 

127 females in 2002.  These figures relate to 

persons against whom  criminal proceedings are 

completed during the year.  Of these, 134 were 

kept in custody either before being charged or 

while awaiting trial for a median time of 6 days 

and 269 entered into bail when charged. 

 

 

 

Of the persons tried, 80,5% were legally 

represented.  When called upon to plead, the vast 

majority 89,8% pleaded guilty and only 10,2% 

pleaded not guilty. 

 

3.2 The adult offender 

 

The share of women to the serious crime, though 

increasing remains relatively low compared to 

men.  In 2003 the number of women proceeded 

against for serious offences was 169 compared to 

127 in 2002 and 176 the year 2001.  Of these, 83 

were convicted accounting for 10,1% of the total 

convictions for serious offences.  Women 

offenders are in general older than men as 

evidenced from available data since 1976.  In 

2003 the median age of the offenders convicted  

was calculated at 28,6 for women and 27,9 for 

men.  The main offences committed by women 

were offences against property and offences of 

forgery and personation. 

 

 

 

Male offenders convicted in 2003 totalled 739 

and females offenders were 83.  Of the male 

offenders 33,2% were married and 52,1% were 

single.  As regards women 38,6% were married 

and 32,5% single. 

 

 

In addition to age and marital status, 

unemployment seems to be in close association 
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with the incidence of crime.  The percentage of 

unemployed among offenders is far above the 

corresponding percentage of unemployed 

persons in the economically active population as 

a whole.  In 2003 the unemployed accounted for 

32,4% of the economically active offenders. 

 

 

It must be noted that foreigners hold a sizeable 

proportion among adult offenders and in 

particular women offenders.  In 2003 they 

accounted for 27,1% of total convictions for 

serious offences, 26,3% of total males and 34,9% 

of females.  Foreign offenders commited mainly 

offences against property, offences against the 

Narcotic Drugs Law and forgery, coining and  

personation.  It is worth stressing that 27,3% of 

the persons convicted for offences against 

property, 30,9% of the persons convicted for 

offences against the Narcotic Drugs Law and 

41,9% of the persons convicted for forgery, 

coining and personation were foreigners. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Adult criminality is measured by the number of 

offenders convicted of serious offences per 

100.000 population in the corresponding age 

groups.  This index was calculated at 146 in 

2003, compared to 175 in 2002 having decreased 

by 16,6%.  The index was calculated at 150 in 

1990, 120 in 1980 and 115 in 1976.  It should be 

noted that the indices for 1995 onwards have 

been revised on the basis of the 2001 Census of 

Population results.

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3.3 The adult recidivist 

 

The picture of recidivism as presented in the last 

few years for which data is available has not 

changed in essence.  Of the 822 persons 

convicted of serious offences in 2003, about 

71,7% were first offenders i.e. were convicted 

for the first time.  The rest 233 had at least one 

previous conviction and 68 of them at least one 

custodial sentence. 

 

Some of the recidivists have started their 

criminal careers at a very young age.  Of these, 

45 or 19,3% had been convicted for their first 

offence as juveniles below the age of 16, 79 or 

33,9% at the age of 16-20 and 51 or 21,9% at the 

age of 21-24. 

 

 

On the basis of adults convicted during the last 

few years it is made clear that recidivists do not 

necessarily concentrate on the same type of 

offences.  Of those having a criminal record 

5,6% had in the past been convicted of offences 

similar to the one for which they were convicted, 

65,7% had been convicted of different offences 

and 28,8% were convicted of offences some of 

which were similar and some different. 

 

 

 

4. JUVENILE DELINQUENCY 

 

It is difficult to define juvenile delinquency 

because of the relevance of age to culpability.  

What may be a criminal act if committed by an 

adult may not be considered as such if done by a 

child. 

 

According to the Criminal Code a person under 

the age of ten is not criminally responsible for 

any act or omission (Amendment Law 15(I)/99).  

Furthermore, a person under the age of twelve 

years is not criminally responsible for an act or 

an omission unless it is proved that at the time of 

doing the act or making the omission he had 

capacity to know that he ought not to do the act 

or make the omission. 

 

 

The present analysis covers serious and minor 

offences committed by children and young 

persons below the age of 16 years.  It is to be 

noted that cases of children (10 and under 14 

years) who commit minor offences are referred 

by the police to the Department of Welfare 

Services to be treated as children in need of care 
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and protection and up to 1982 these had not been 

included in the statistics.  As from 1984 statistics 

exclude juveniles having committed motoring 

offences. 

 

 

 

4.1 Offences committed by juveniles 

 

The total number of juveniles involved in the 

commission of offences during 2003 was 59 of 

which 57 boys and 2 girls, compared to 105, 

(101 boys and 4 girls) in 2002. 

 

Offences against property still form the largest 

group of both serious and minor offences 

committed by juveniles, accounting for 59,3% of 

the total in 2003.  Offences against the  public 

order accounted for 16,9%, offences against the  

persons 11.9% and malicious injuries to 

property, 10,2%. 

 

 

 

 

4.2 The juvenile offender 

 

Of the juveniles involved in the commission of 

offences 64,4% were aged 15, 23,7% were 14 

years old and 10,2% were 13 years old.   

 

Of the juvenile offenders 69,5% were living in 

urban areas.  About 69,5% of the juveniles were 

living with both their parents, 11,9%  with one of 

their parents, usually the mother and only few 

had other living arrangements. 11 juveniles 

involved in the commission of offences were of 

foreign nationality. 

 

Frequently juveniles are induced to delinquency 

by other persons sometimes adults.  Of the total 

number of juvenile offenders 32,2% had adult 

accomplices, 25,4% had juvenile accomplices 

and 23,7% had no accomplices. 

 

In 2003, 58 of the juveniles involved in the 

commission of offences were proceeded against 

and 54 were convicted.  In addition to the above 

3 convicted juveniles admitted having committed 

additional offences which were taken into 

consideration by the court in passing sentence. 
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The average time taken between commission of 

the offence and completion of the proceedings or 

disposal of the case was 24,9 months. 9 cases 

were completed in a period of 12 months, 32 

cases between 12 to 24 months and 18 cases in 

more than 24 months.  

 

 

 

5. JUDICIAL STATISTICS 

 

5.1 Proceedings 

 

During the year under review 95.093 persons, 

76.916 males and 18.177 females, appeared 

before the courts charged with an offence and 

had their cases disposed of.  There was an 

overall decrease 7,4% over 2002. 

 

The appearance of women accused before the 

courts has become noticeable.  The share of 

women to the total number of persons proceeded 

against has gradually increased from 7,2% in 

1976 to 15,1% in 1990.  In 1995 the share of 

women was 13,9%.  In 2002 it was 18,4% and in 

2003 19,1%. 

 

An indication of the extent to which charges are 

upheld in judicial proceedings is given by the 

ratio of the number of offenders convicted to the 

number of persons charged and is estimated at 

0,58 in 2003 while in 2002 it was 0,59.  This 

ratio has been fairly stable during the years for 

which statistics are available.

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The percentage of charges withdrawn, taken over 

all persons proceeded against was 40,2% in 

2003. 

 

5.2 Convictions 

 

The total number of persons convicted in 2003 

was 54.689.  Of the persons convicted 44.946 or 

82,2% were males and  9.743 or 17,8% were 

females. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

5.3 Offences 

 

The distribution of persons convicted by offence 

group is similar for males and females.  The bulk 

of offences were motoring offences accounting 

for 60,2% of males convicted and 67,0% of 

females and regulatory offences which accounted 

for 19,2% of males and 21,6% of females 

convicted.  The most common offences, 

excluding motoring and regulatory offences, 

which may be regarded as less serious from the 

criminological point of view and which in some 

countries are not treated as criminal offences, 

were offences against property of which 1.415 

males and 270 females corresponding to 3,1% 

and 2,8% of the total respectively were convicted 

and offences against the person of which 828 or 

1,8% males and 98 or 1,0% females were 

convicted. Referring to miscellaneous offences 

5.997 or 13,3% males and 635 or 6,5% females 

were convicted.

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5.4 Sentences 

 

The sentencing practice of the courts, as shown 

by available statistical data, has not changed 

during the last few years.  The type of sentence 

imposed varies with the nature and gravity of the 

offence committed and the individual need for 

treatment of the offender.  The most commonly 

used sentence by the courts has been the 

imposition of fines which occurred in 96,2% of 

convictions.  About 0,8% were bound over, 0,3% 

were given suspended sentences of imprisonment 

and 1,7% were sentenced to imprisonment.  

Absolute and conditional discharge accounted 

for 0,9% of convictions. 

 

 

 

Fines were mostly imposed for motoring and 

regulatory offences though they have been used 

for all groups of offences.  Probation order has 

been mainly used for offences against the 

property.  The use of binding over covered all 

the groups of offences.  Similarly suspended 

sentence of imprisonment and immediate 

imprisonment have been used over the whole 

range of offences. 

 

6. PRISON STATISTICS 

 

6.1 Receptions 

 

During 2003 receptions of convicted prisoners 

amounted to 1.211 males and 102 females.  Of 

these only 866 males and 75 females were 

convicted for criminal offences by the ordinary 

criminal courts and courts martial.  The rest were 

convicted for offences against the military 

criminal code or were non-criminal prisoners, i.e. 

civil debtors or fine defaulters. 

 

The rate of sentenced prisoners per 100.000 

population aged 16 and over was 233 in 2003.  

The corresponding rate for penal offenders was 

167. 

 

6.2 Time spent in prison 

 

The length of imprisonment varied with the type 

of offence committed as well as the 

circumstances and individual needs of the 

offender.  Most sentences imposed in 2003 were 

shorter than 6 months giving a median length of 

sentence of 4,2 months.  The median length of 

sentence imposed on penal offenders was 2,6 

months. 
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Furthermore, the actual time spent in prison is 

generally less than the sentence imposed, being 

reduced to a large extent by the use of remission.  

Thus the median length of stay in prison for 

convicted prisoners computed from the releases 

of 2003 was 1,5 months.  The corresponding 

length of stay in prison for penal offenders was 

2,1 months. 

 

6.3 Prison recidivism 

 

Out of 1.313 persons received into prison during 

2003, 220 or 16,8% had been previously given 

non-custodial sentences, 305 or 23,2% had at 

least served previously one sentence of 

imprisonment and 788 or 60,0% had no previous 

convictions. 

 

Of the 305 receptions of prisoners during 2003, 

who had served a previous custodial sentence, 

263 had been convicted during the 5 years prior 

to their last reception into prison and 42 had been 

convicted earlier. 

 

6.4 Prisoners awaiting trial 

 

In addition to the convicted prisoners, 653 

untried persons were received into prison during 

2003.  Attention should also be drawn to the fact 

that a sizeable proportion of these persons do not 

return to prison at the conclusion of the 

proceedings either because they are acquitted or 

because they are given non-custodial sentences.  

The proportion of those who returned to prison 

on conviction ranged from a minimum of 24,6% 

in 1980 to a maximum of 69,7% in 1984 and was 

41,9%  in 2002 and 46,4%  in 2003.

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7. METHODOLOGICAL NOTE 

 

7.1 Sources and coverage 

 

The report on criminal statistics is based on data 

from three sources, the Police, the Courts and the 

Prison. 

 

The tables in the report are organized in five 

sections: 

 

The first section “Serious Offences” covers all 

serious offences reported to the Police.  It is 

based on individual returns of offences known to 

the Police during the year.  The basic statistical 

unit is the offence recorded. 

 

 

The second section “Adult Criminality” deals 

with all adults proceeded against on a charge for 

a serious offence.  It is based on individual 

returns submitted by the Police whenever  an 

adult is prosecuted.  Here the basic statistical unit 

is the “occasion” on which proceedings against a 

person are completed.  The term “adult” refers to 

persons aged 16 years and over. 

 

 

 

The third section “Juvenile Delinquency” 

covers all juveniles involved in the commission 

of offences, both serious and minor.  It is based 

on individual returns submitted by the Police 

whenever a juvenile is suspected of being 

involved in an offence.  The term “juvenile” 

refers to a child or young person who is 

criminally responsible according to the Criminal 

Code and the Juvenile Offenders law i.e. a 

person between 10-15 years of age, both limits 

included (Amendment Law 15(I)/99) 

 

 

The fourth section “Judicial Statistics” deals 

with criminal judicial statistics.  It is based on 

annual returns of criminal proceedings submitted 

at the end of the year by the District Courts, the 

Assize Courts and the Courts martial.  It covers 

both juvenile and adult offenders.  The basic 

statistical unit is, as the two above mentioned 

sections, the “occasion” on which proceedings 

against a person are completed. 

 

 

The fifth section “Prison Statistics” is based on 

monthly and quarterly reports of the Central 
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Prison, Lefkosia, which is the only prison 

existing in the island.  The basic statistical unit is 

the “Prisoner”. 

 

 

7.2 Classification of offences 

 

It is considered essential to classify offences, if a 

summary of crime statistics is to be presented.  

In this report two classifications have been used. 

 

 

 

The first divides offences into two broad 

categories of “serious” and “minor” according to 

gravity.  This classification is being used by the 

police and consequently affects the statistical 

tables which are based on Police Statistics. 

 

 

 

In the second classification eleven groups of 

offences have been constructed.  In so doing, the 

division of the Criminal Code into parts has been 

followed to a large extent, many groups having 

been retained as they appear in the Criminal 

Code.  New groups were formed for offences 

which were not included in the Criminal Code 

and could not be incorporated in the other 

groups.  Furthermore, some offences though to 

be of a particular criminological interest were 

shown as a separate group.

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7.3 Changes in the classification of 

 offences 

As from January 1982 changes in the 

classification of offences affecting Police 

statistics have been introduced.  Causing death 

by want of precaution or carelessness in a traffic 

accident is no longer classified under serious 

offences against the person as was the case in 

previous years, but is for statistical purposes, 

considered a minor offence which comes under 

the heading of motoring offences.  Causing death 

by want of precaution or carelessness in all other 

instances excluding traffic accidents remains a 

serious offence against the person.  This change 

in the recording practice should be borne in mind 

whenever comparisons are made, before and 

after 1982. 

 

Certain offences which had previously been 

grouped with other similar offences are now 

recorded separately.  However, there are no 

changes between major groups.  Furthermore, it 

has been tried to separate where possible, 

statistics of attempted offences from the statistics 

of same offences committed using different code 

numbers. 

 

As from January 1996 offences relating to the 

law concerning violence in the family are 

classified separately under the categories of 

sexual offences and offences against the person. 

 

 

As from 2001 for the offences of: thefts, 

receiving and malicious injuries to property, the 

criterion of considering an offence as serious, 

which is the value of the damage, has changed 

from £100 to £250.

7.5 Criminal statistics for juveniles 

 

As from January 1983 the analysis of data on 

juvenile criminality covers all cases of persons 

aged between 7 and 15 who have committed 

serious or minor offences.  As from 1999 

according to amendment Law 15(I)/99 the age 

limit for juvenile offenders is 10-15 years. In 

previous years cases of children under the age of 

14 years having committed minor offences were 

excuded, except if they had adult accomplices.  

This should be borne in mind in the 

interpretation of the statistical data of different 

countries. 

 

 

As from January 1984 Police statistics exclude 

juveniles having committed motoring offences. 

 

 

7.6 Judicial Statistics 

 

Since June 1998 a new law was applied 

regulating certain motoring offences 

extrajudicially by fine. 

 

 

7.7 Revision of figures 

 

Population figures for the period 1993 onwards 

have been revised on the basis of the results of 

the Census of Population 2001.  As a result 

certain indicators which are calculated in relation 
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to the population size have been consequently 

revised.
