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The publication aims to demonstrate the position of Cyprus compared to the other
EU-28 countries through statistical indicators covering various aspects of the
society and the economy.

The indicators selected for comparison purposes relate to demography, education,
health, living standards, labour market, economy, environment, energy,
information society, science and technology, innovation, research and
development. An evaluation is made for the relative position of Cyprus in relation
to the EU average and its ranking among the 28 member states. The data are
presented in tables and diagrams. For clarification purposes, the definitions of the
indicators are available in the relative section.

In this year’s edition we make a particular reference to the “Europe 2020 strategy
which was adopted in 2010 and is the EU’s development strategy for the coming
decade by promoting smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. The aim is to
improve the competitiveness of the EU whilst maintaining its social market
economy model and improving significantly the effective use of its resources. The
EU has set five ambitious objectives - on employment, research and development,
climate/energy, education and social inclusion - to be reached by 2020. Each
member state has adopted its own national targets in each of these areas and
although the economic crisis coupled with the need for fiscal consolidation are a
hindrance to achieving the set targets, concrete actions at EU and national levels
underpin the strategy aiming to achieve the best possible results.

Definitions

Average length of stay: The total number of occupied hospital bed-days divided by the total number of
admissions or discharges.

Broadband connection: xDSL (ADSL, SDSL, etc), Cable TV network (cable modem), UMTS mobile phone, or
other (e.g. satellite, fixed wireless).

Children aged 0-17 years living in jobless households is calculated as the share of children aged 0-17
who are living in households where no one is working, in the total population of the same age group.

Early leavers from education and training: The percentage of the population aged 18-24 with at most
lower secondary education and not in further education or training.

E-government online availability: Percentage of online availability of 20 basic public services.

Employment rate: It represents the persons in employment as a percentage of the population of working
age (20-64 years).

Energy dependence rate: Energy dependency shows the extent to which an economy relies upon imports
in order to meet its energy needs.

Energy intensity of the economy: A measure of the amount of energy needed to produce one unit of
economic output. A reduction in energy intensity means that less energy is needed to produce the same output
and is thus related to energy efficiency.

Enterprises: Enterprises having 10 employed persons or more.

Final energy consumption: This indicator expresses the sum of the energy supplied to the final consumer's
door for all energy uses. It is the sum of final energy consumption in industry, transport, households, services,
agriculture, etc.

Fiscal deficit: The gap between the governments total spending and the sum of its revenue receipts and non-
debt capital receipts. It represents the total amount of borrowed funds required by the government to completely
meet its expenditure.

Gender pay gap: The difference between men'’s and women's average gross hourly earnings as a percentage
of men’s average gross hourly earnings.

General government debt: It comprises currency, bills and short-term bonds, other short-term loans and
other medium-and-long-term loans and bonds.

Gini coefficient: Measure of income inequality or concentration. If incomes were equally distributed the Gini
coefficient would be 0. At the other extreme if the richest unit received all income the Gini coefficient would be
100. An increase in the Gini coefficient thus represents an increase in inequality.

Greenhouse gas emissions: This indicator shows trends in total man-made emissions of greenhouse gases.
It presents annual total emissions in relation to 1990 emissions. The greenhouse gases include: carbon dioxide
(€0,), methane (CH,), nitrous oxide (N,0) and the fluorinated gases (hydrofluorocarbons, perfluorocarbons and
sulphur hexafluoride (SF)). These gases are aggregated into a single unit using gas-speific global warming
potential factors. The aggregated greenhouse gas emissions are expressed in units of (0, equivalents. The
indicator does not include emissions and removals related to land use, land-use change and forestry; nor does
it include emissions from international maritime transport. However greenhouse gas emissions from
international aviation are included in the data. Finally CO, emissions from biomass with energy recovery are
not included in national greenhouse gas totals.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP): The value of all goods and services produced in a country during a calendar
year less the value of any goods or services used for their production.

Harmonized Index of Consumer Prices (HICP): The measure of price changes for the purpose of assessing
price stability in EU. The HICP was developed in order to fulfil the requirement for a consumer price index
constructed on a comparable basis, taking into account differences in national definitions.

High-tech exports: This indicator is calculated as the share of exports of all high technology products to total
exports. High technology products are defined as the sum of the following products: aerospace, computers,
office machinery, electronics, instruments, pharmaceuticals, electrical machinery and armament. The total
exports for the EU do not include the intra-EU trade.

Households: All households having at least one member in the age group 16 to 74 years.

Human resources in science and technology (S&T): Persons who either have successfully completed
education at the third level in an S&T field of study or are not formally qualified as described above but are
employed in an S&T occupation where the above mentioned qualifications are normally required.

Income quintile share ratio: The ratio of total income received by the 20% of the population with the highest
income (top quintile) to that received by the 20% of the population with the lowest income (lowest quintile).
Income must be understood as equivalised disposable income.

Individuals regularly using the internet: Individuals aged 16 to 74, who access the internet, on average,
atleast once a week.
Infant mortality: The ratio of the number of deaths of children under one year of age during the year to the

number of live births in that year.

Inflation rate: The annual percentage increase in the price of goods and services as measured by the HICP.

kgoe / toe (kilogram / tonne of oil equivalent): A conventional standardized unit defined on the basis of
energy released by a kilogram / tonne of oil with a net calorific value of 41.868 Kilojoules/kg.

Labour cost index (LCI): The index shows the increase or decrease in the labour cost per actual hour worked
(Nace Rev.2 Sections Bto S).
Labour productivity: It is measured by dividing the GDP in PPS by the total employment.

Life expectancy at birth: The number of years a newborn baby is expected to live if mortality in the various
age-groups remains at the level of the period on which the life expectancy was computed.

Lifelong learning: The percentage of the adult population aged 25 to 64 participating in education and
training.

Long term unemployment rate: Represents unemployed persons for 12 months and over as a percentage
of the labour force.

Marketing innovation: The implementation of new or significantly improved designs or sales methods to
increase the appeal of goods and services or to enter new markets.

Municipal waste recycled: Waste collected in any recovery operation by which waste materials are reprocessed
into products, materials or substances whether for the original or other purposes. It includes the reprocessing
of organic material but does not include energy recovery and the reprocessing into materials that are to be used
as fuels or for backfilling operations, as defined in Directive 2008/98/EC.

Municipal waste generated: It consists of waste collected by or on behalf of municipal authorities and
disposed of through the waste management system. The bulk of this waste stream is from households, though
similar wastes from sources such as commerce, offices and public institutions are included. For areas not covered
by a municipal waste scheme, estimation was made of the amount of waste generated.

Municipal waste incinerated: Waste that is treated in an incineration plant or a co-incineration plant, as
defined in Directive 2000/76/EC.

Municipal waste landfilled: Waste that is deposited into or onto land including specially engineered landfills
and temporary storage of over one year on permanent site.

Organisational innovation: The implementation of new or significant changes in firm structure or
management methods that are intended to improve the firm's use of knowledge, the quality of goods and
services or the efficiency of work flows.

Patents: Data refer to applications filed directly under the European Patent Convention or to applications filed
under the Patent Co-operation Treaty and designated to the European Patent Office (EPO).

People aged 18-59 years living in jobless households: This indicator is calculated as the share of persons
aged 18-59 who are living in households where no one is working, in the total population of the same age
group. Students aged 18-24 who live in households composed solely of students of the same age class are not
included.

People at-risk-of-poverty or social exclusion: This indicator corresponds to the percentage of population
who are: at risk of poverty or severely deprived or living in households with very low work intensity. Persons
are only counted once even if they are present in several sub-indicators.

Physician: A person who has completed studies in medicine at the university level. The number of physicians
at the end of the year includes all active physicians working in health services (public or private).
Population: All people having their usual residence in the country (at least 12 months).

Population living in households with very low work intensity: Percentage of population aged 0-59 living
in households where the adults work less than 20% of their total work potential during the past year.

PPS: Technical currency conversion rates that convert economic indicators expressed in national currencies to
a common currency, which equalises the purchasing power of different national currencies and thus allows
meaningful comparison.

Primary energy consumption: The total energy demand of a country, excluding non-energy uses.

Real GDP growth rate: The percentage annual change of GDP at constant prices.

Relative median income ratio for persons aged 65 years and over: The ratio of the median equivalised
disposable income of persons aged 65 and over to the median equivalised disposable income of persons aged
less than 65.

Renewable energy sources: These include biomass, hydropower, geothermal energy, wind energy and solar

energy.

Research and Development (R&D): Comprises creative work undertaken on a systematic basis in order to
increase the stock of knowledge, including knowledge of man, culture and society, and the use of this stock of
knowledge to devise new applications.

Researcher: The professional engaged in the conception and the creation of new knowledge, products,
processes, methods and systems and in the management of the projects concerned.

Risk of poverty rate: The share of persons with an equivalised disposable income below the risk-of-poverty
threshold, which is set at 60% of the national median equivalised disposable income (after social transfers).

Road share of inland freight transport: This indicator is defined as the percentage share of road transport
in total inland transport, which also includes rail and inland waterways transport.

Severe material deprivation indicator: Share of population living in households lacking at least 4 items
out of the following 9 items due to financial difficulties: 1) to pay mortgage, rent, hire purchase or utility bills,
2) to keep home adequately warm, 3) to face unexpected expenses, 4) to eat meat, fish or a protein equivalent
every second day, 5) to have a week’s holiday away from home, or could not afford (if wanted to) 6) a car,
7) a washing machine, 8) a colour TV, or 9) a telephone.

Summary Innovation Index: The index forms part of the European Innovation Scoreboard and has been
designed by the European Commission in order to give an "at a glance" overview of aggregate national
innovation performance. It is a composite indicator made up of 25 primary indicators.

Technological innovation: A new or significantly improved product (good or service) introduced to the market
or the introduction within an enterprise of a new or significantly improved process. Innovations should be new
to the enterprise concerned but do not necessarily have to be new to the market.

Total fertility rate: The mean number of children that would be born alive to a woman during her lifetime if
she were to pass through her childbearing years conforming to the fertility rates by age of a given year.

Unemployment rate: Represents unemployed persons aged 15+ as a percentage of the labour force.
Youth educational attainment level: The percentage of the population aged 20 to 24 having completed at
least upper secondary education.

Youth unemployment rate: Unemployed persons 15-24 years of age as a percentage of the labour force in
the same age group.
