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PREFACE 

 

 

This report, the second in this series, covers the 

sectors of Education, Health and Other Social 

and Personal Service Activities.  Corresponding 

data for the years 1991-1994 were incorporated 

in the publication “Community, Social and 

Personal Services Statistics” which was 

discontinued as from 1995. 

 

The report provides data on the number of 

establishments, employment, labour costs and 

other expenses, gross output, value added and 

data for the expenditure on fixed assets.

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 INTRODUCTION 

 
 

1. DEVELOPMENTS IN THE SECTORS 

OF EDUCATION, HEALTH AND 

OTHER SOCIAL AND PERSONAL 

SERVICE ACTIVITIES DURING 2002 

 

 

  Output and Value Added 

 
During 2002 the sectors of Education, 

Health and Other Social and Personal 

Service Activities as a total continued to 

expand compared with the previous year.  

Value added in real terms increased by 

4,4% compared to 4,1% that was realised in 

2001. 

 

 

Value added at current market prices 

increased by 6,1% to £797,5 mn.  in 2002 

compared to £751,8 mn. in 2001 and their 

contribution to G.D.P increased in 2002 to 

13,3% from 12,8% in 2001.  Gross output 

increased by 5,8% to £998,4 mn. in 2002 

from £943,5 mn. in 2001. 
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Of the total value added, 38,4% was generated 

by the sector of Education, 29,4% from the Other 

Social and Personal Service Activities, 26,3% 

from the Health and 5,9% from the Private 

Households with Employed Persons. 

 

 

Value added at current market prices in the 

public sector increased by 6,6% in 2002 over 

2001.  Of the total value added £328,6 mn.  in 

the public sector, 67,2% was generated in 

Education, 30,8% in Health and 2,0% in Other 

Social and Personal Service Activities. 

 

 

In private services value added at current market 

prices increased by 5,7% in 2002 over 2001.  Of 

the total value added of £468,9 mn., 23,1% was 

generated in Health, 18,2% in Education, 10,0% 

in Private Households with Employed Persons 

and 48,7% in Other Social and Personal Service 

Activities. 

 

The higher rates of increase in the private sector 

were exhibited in Gambling and betting activities 

(18,9%), in Artistic and literary creation and 

interpretation (18,9%), in Higher education 

(18,7%), in Political organizations (16,2%), in 

Private households with employed persons 

(16,0%) and in Sewage and refuse disposal 

(15,2%). 

 

 
 
 

Employment and Investments 
 
Employment in the sector increased by 5,1% in 

2002 compared to the previous year and reached 

54.089 persons, accounting for 16,1% of the total 

economically active population and 17,4% of the 

total gainfully employed population. 

 

 

 

Employment in the public sector increased by 

4,5% to 18.879 persons.  In the private sector 

employment increased by 5,4% to 35.210 

persons.  The most noticeable increase was 

exhibited in Higher education (15,9%), in Private 

households with employed persons  (15,1%), in 

Political organizations (10,8%) and in Fair and 

amusement park activities (9,9%). 
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   (1,3%). 

Gross fixed capital formation in the public and 

private sector increased by 5,3% in 2002 and 

amounted to £100,0 mn compared to £94,9 mn in 

the previous year. 
 
Investment in new buildings accounted for £67,3 

mn, in machinery and equipment £20,6 mn, in 

furniture and fixtures £9,1 mn. and in transport 

equipment £3,0 mn.. 
 
Investment in the public sector increased by 

58,8% to £41,0 mn in 2002 compared to £25,8 

mn in 2001. All sub-sectors had a considerable 

increase.  The Recreational, Cultural and 

Sporting Activities increased by 79,3%, the 

Health and Social Work by 59,7% and the 

Education by 49,9%. 

 
 
In the private sector investment decreased by 

14,6% to £59,0 mn from £69,1 mn in 2001.  

There was a significant decrease in the Sewage 

and Refuse Disposal sub-sector (59,1%) as well 

as in the Recreational. Cultural and Sporting 

Activities sub-sector (37,3%).  On the contrary, 

there was a small increase in the sub-sectors of 

Health (9,0%), Education (7,1%) and Other 

Service Activities (1,3%). 
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Production Costs 

The total cost incurred for the production of 

goods and services in Education, Health and 

Other Social and Personal Services amounted to 

£894,5 mn.  Of this amount £352,0 mn was 

incurred in the public sector and £542,5 mn in the 

private sector.  Total cost (including wages, 

interest and depreciation) as a proportion to total 

gross output was 89,6%. 

 

 

 

Total costs (direct, administrative and rents) used 

in the production accounted for 6,6% of the total 

production costs in the public sector and 32,8% in 

the private sector.  Labour costs represent 91,8% 

of the total cost in the public sector and 54,0% in 

the private. The proportion of interest paid for 

loans in the private sector represent 3,3% of the 

total costs.  Depreciation of buildings and 

equipment makes up 1,6% of the total cost for the 

public sector and 6,7% for the private.  The 

proportion of indirect taxes in the private sector 

was 3,2% of the total cost.

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2.   SOURCES OF DATA AND METHODS 

  Coverage 

The Survey covered all activities classified 

under the codes 80, 85, 90, 91, 92, 93 and 95 of 

the European System of Classification of the 

Economic Activities (NACE Rev.1).  It 

covered: (a) Education (b) Health and Social 

Work (c) Sewage and Refuse Disposal 

Sanitation and Similar Activities (d) 

Activities of Membership Organizations (e) 

Recreational, Cultural and Sporting Activities 

(f) Other Service Activities (g) Private 

Households with Employed Persons. 

 

 

 

 

 

      The Sample 

The Survey is carried out on a sample basis, 

covering all establishments engaging 20 

persons and over and a sample of the 

establishments, employing less than 20 

persons.  The Census of Establishments of 

2000 provided the framework for taking the 

sample.  The sample size for 2002 was 1,683 

establishments of which 127 employed 20 

persons and over and 1.556 establishments 

employing less than 20 persons. 

 
 

 

      Evaluation of Survey Results 

In order to provide a statistical check of the 

accuracy of the results of the 2002 survey, 

sampling errors for the major parameters were 

calculated and are presented in the table 

below:

The statistical unit enumerated was the 

establishment.  In those cases where an 

enterprise consisted of more than one 

establishments these were treated separately 

by obtaining information from each one of 

them.  However, in a few cases where no 

separate accounts for units of a multi-unit 

enterprise were kept, the whole enterprise was 

taken as the reporting unit. 

 

 

 

 

       Reference Period 

 

The reference period for the data collected 

was the calendar year 2002. 

 

 

      Confidentiality of Data Collected 

 

In compliance with the Statistics Law 

(15(1)2000) the Statistical Service treats all 

data collected as confidential and uses it 

solely for statistical purposes.  No data for 

individual firms or persons are published or 

disclosed to anyone. 

 

 

 

 

       Questionnaire of the Survey 

 

The questionnaire used for the survey is 

presented in the Appendix.  The information 

sought in the questionnaire is related to 

employment and labour costs by employment 

status, purchases and sales of fixed assets, 

stocks at the beginning and end of the year, 

value of output, intermediate costs of type, 

administrative expenses, indirect taxes, 

interest on loans, depreciation and rents paid. 

 

 

 

 

 Enumeration 

 

The enumeration was carried out during the 

period April-July, 2003.  Enumerators of the 

Statistical Service visited every establishment 

included in the survey. Before the personal

interview was effected, the questionnaire was 

mailed to all establishments included in the 

sample, so that time was given to the 

management of the enterprise to study and 

prepare the required data.  This arrangement 

proved to be very useful and contributed to 

the improvement and accuracy of the replies 

and minimized non-response. 

 

 

 

 

 

       Data Processing and Results 

 

 

The processing of the survey was carried out 

by the Data Processing Section of the 

Statistical Service.  The final tables were 

prepared using the SAS statistical package. 
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3.   DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED 

 

Establishment is an economic unit under a single 

legal entity, which engages, in one, or 

predominantly one, kind of economic activity and 

at a single physical location. 

 

Enterprise refers to an economic unit which is a 

legal entity – a firm or self-employed – engaging 

in one or more kinds of economic activity.  It may 

consist of more than one establishments located at 

various sites. 

 

 

Small establishments are those employing on 

average less than five persons. 

 

Big establishments are those employing on 

average five or more persons. 

 

Persons engaged in an establishment or 

enterprise refer to working proprietors, unpaid 

family members, permanent and casual 

employees.  The average employment for the year 

is derived as a simple twelve month average of 

the number employed in each category.  Part-time 

employees, that is persons working less than the 

usual number of working days of the 

establishment or persons working fewer hours 

every day, are converted into full-time equivalent, 

using as conversion factor the number of working 

days for which the establishment usually operates 

(about 260 days per year). 

 

 

Gross output is defined as the value of services 

produced, net receipts from the sale of goods sold 

in the same condition as purchased and other 

receipts. 

 

 

Value added at market prices is the gross output 

less the cost of materials, fuels and other direct 

costs as well as administrative expenses and rents. 
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Value added at factor cost is the derived by 

deducting from value added at market prices 

indirect taxes and adding subsidies.  It comprises 

of wages and salaries, interest on loans, operating 

surplus and depreciation. 

 

 

Wages and salaries include normal wages and 

salaries, 13th and 14th salaries, overtime earnings, 

bonuses, value of payments in kind, cost of living 

allowances etc.  The payments are given gross i.e. 

before any deductions for income tax, social 

insurance and other contributions to other funds 

have been made.  They also include imputed 

wages for unpaid family workers, working 

proprietors and partners. 

 

 

 

 

Employers’ contribution to various funds 

include social insurance, provident and pension 

funds, medical and other funds. 

 

 

Gross fixed capital formation refers to the 

expenditure on fixed assets excluding land, less 

the value of sales of similar fixed assets.  The  

cost of any assets produced for own use and of 

any major additions and alterations to existing 

fixed assets are included.  Fixed assets acquired 

from others were valued at the full cost incurred 

i.e. at the delivery prices plus installation costs. 

 

 

 

 

Depreciation is the estimated value of wear and 

tear of existing assets such as buildings, 

machinery, vehicles and furniture, etc.  It is based 

on an accounting depreciation concept and not on 

an economic one. 

 

 

Stocks refer to stocks held at the beginning and 

end of 2002 valued at average purchase prices 

during the year.

Indirect taxes refer to motor vehicle licences, 

professional and municipality taxes, fees for 

business licences, stamp duties and other indirect 

taxes. 

 

 

Interest refers to the amount paid as interest for 

capital borrowed by the establishment.
