INTRODUCTION 

 

 

I. MAIN DEVELOPMENTS IN 2014  

 

 
1.1 Growth in the other social and personal 

service activities sector 

 

During 2014, the sector of other social and 

personal service activities was in recession for 

the fourth consecutive year. Value added in 

constant terms decreased by 1,0% compared to 

2013. 

 

At current market prices, value added increased 

by 0,5% to €476,3 mn in 2014 compared to 

€473,8 mn in 2013.  The sector’s contribution to 

the G.V.A in 2014 increased to 4,5% from 4,4% 

in 2013.  Gross output increased by 1,0% to 

€713,5 mn in 2014 from €706,1 mn in 2013.

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Of the total value added, 34,4% was generated 

by other service activities, 33,1% by arts, 

entertainment and recreation and 32,5% by the 

activities of households as employers. 

 

 

Value added at current market prices in the 

private sector increased by 0,8% in 2014 over 

2013.  Of the total value added of €461,8 mn, 

35,4% was generated by other service activities, 

33,5% by the activities of households as 

employers and 31,1% by arts, entertainment and 

recreation. 

 

 

In the public sector, value added at current 

market prices decreased by 6,1% in 2014 over 

2013.  Of the total value added of €14,5 mn, 

98,2% was generated by arts, entertainment and 

recreation and 1,8% by other service activities.

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1.2 Employment 

 

Employment in the sector decreased by 3,5% in 

2014 compared to the previous year and reached 

32.584 persons, accounting for 7,8% of the total 

economically active population and 8,0% of the 

total gainfully employed population. 

 

 

 

Employment in the private sector decreased by 

3,5% to 32.082  persons in 2014 from 33.260 

persons in 2013.  Increases of 5,6% and 5,5% 

were exhibited in other service activities and in 

arts, entertainment and recreation respectively, 

while a decrease of 8,4% was observed in 

activities of households as employers. 

 

 

Employment in the public sector decreased by 

1,8% to 502 persons in 2014 compared to 511 

persons in 2013.

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1.3 Investments 

 

Gross fixed capital formation in the public and 

private sector in 2014 was €28,2 mn as in 2013.  

 

 

Investments in new buildings and other works 

accounted for €15,7  mn, in machinery, 

equipment and intangible goods €9,6 mn, in 

furniture €1,8 mn and in transport equipment 

€1,0 mn. 

 

In the private sector investments increased by 

2,6% to €27,3 mn from €26,6 mn in 2013, while 

investments in the public sector decreased by 

43,8% to €0,9 mn from €1,6 mn in 2013.

1.4 Production Cost 

 

The total cost incurred for the production of 

goods and services in the sector of other social 

and personal service activities amounted to 

€698,7 mn. Of this amount, €17,8 mn was 

incurred in the public sector and €680,9 mn in 

the private sector.  Total cost as a proportion of 

total gross output was 95,4%. 

 

In the private sector the production expenses 

accounted for 23,9% of the total production cost, 

whereas administrative costs accounted for 7,1% 

of the total cost. Intermediate inputs in the public 

sector represent 18,8% of the total cost. Labour 

costs account for 79,2% of the total cost in the 

public and 54,9% in the private sector. The 

amount of interest paid for loans in the private 

sector represents 3,8% of the total costs. Rents 

and indirect taxes in the private sector represent 

3,3% and 1,7% of the total cost respectively. 

Depreciation of buildings and equipment makes 

up 2,0% of the total cost for the public sector 

and 5,3% for the private sector.

II. SOURCES OF DATA AND 

METHODS 

 

 

2.1 Coverage 

 

All activities classified under the sections R, S 

and T of the Statistical Classification of 

Economic Activities, NACE Rev. 2, of the EU 

are being covered. They are distinguished into: 

(a) arts, entertainment and recreation, (b) other 

service activities and (c) activities of households 

as employers. 

 

 

Data of the public sector for the years 2009-2013 

have been revised. 

 

2.2 The Survey 

 

The data for the private sector are derived from 

the annual Services and Transport Survey, which 

is a sample survey addressed to enterprises. The 

data for the public sector are derived from 

administrative sources. 

 

 

2.3 The Sample 

 

As concerns the private sector, the Survey is 

carried out on a sample basis for the enterprises 

employing less than 20 persons, while it covers 

all enterprises engaging 20 persons and over. The 

Business Register provided the framework for 

drawing the sample.  The sample size for 2014 

comprised 490 enterprises, of which 69 

employed 20 persons and over and 421 

enterprises employed less than 20 persons. 

 

 

2.4 The Statistical Unit Enumerated 

 

The statistical unit enumerated was the 

enterprise.  

 

2.5 Reference Period 

 

The reference period for the data collected was 

the calendar year 2014. 

 

2.6 Confidentiality of Data Collected 

 

In compliance with the Statistics Law, No. 15(I) 

of 2000, all data collected are treated as 
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confidential and used solely for statistical pur-

poses. No data for individual enterprises or 

persons are published or disclosed to anyone. 

 

 

 

2.7 Questionnaire of the Survey 

 

The questionnaire used for the survey is 

presented in the Appendix. The information 

sought in the questionnaire is related to 

employment and labour costs by employment 

status, value of output, intermediate costs by 

type, administrative expenses, indirect taxes, 

interest on loans, purchases and sales of fixed 

assets, stocks at the beginning and end of the 

year, depreciation and rents paid. 

 

 

 

2.8 Enumeration 

 

The enumeration was carried out during the 

period May-December 2015.  Enumerators of the 

Statistical Service visited every enterprise 

included in the sample. Before the personal 

interviews were effected, letters were dispatched 

to all enterprises included in the sample, so that 

the enterprises were informed of the survey 

conduction.  

 

2.9 Data Processing and Results 

 

 

The data entry of the survey was carried out by 

the Data Processing Section of the Statistical 

Service using the software Microsoft Access. 

The processing and the extraction of the survey 

results were undertaken by the staff of the 

Services Statistics Section. 

 

 

2.10 Evaluation of Survey Results 

 

In order to provide a statistical check of the 

accuracy of the results of the Survey, 

coefficients of variation for the major parameters 

are being calculated.  The results of this analysis 

for 2014 are presented in the table below:

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III. DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED 

 

3.1 Enterprise refers to an economic unit which 

is a legal entity - a firm or self-employed - 

engaging in one, or predominantly one, kind of 

economic activity.  It may consist of more than 

one establishments located at various sites. 

 

 

3.2 Persons engaged in an establishment or 

enterprise refers to working proprietors, unpaid 

family members, permanent and casual 

employees.  The average employment for the 

year is derived as a simple twelve month average 

of the number employed in each category.  Part-

time employees, that is persons working less than 

the usual number of working days of the 

establishment or persons working fewer hours 

every day, are converted into full-time 

equivalent, using as conversion factor the 

number of working days for which the 

establishment usually operates (about 260 days 

per year). 

 

3.3 Gross output is defined as the value of 

services produced, net receipts from the sale of 

goods sold in the same condition as purchased 

and other receipts. 

 

 

3.4 Value added at market prices is the gross 

output less the cost of materials, fuels and other 

direct costs as well as administrative expenses 

and rents.

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3.5 Value added at factor cost is the value 

derived by deducting from value added at market 

prices indirect taxes. It comprises of wages and 

salaries, interest on loans, operating surplus and 

depreciation. 

 

3.6 Wages and salaries include normal wages 

and salaries, 13th and 14th salaries, overtime 

earnings, bonuses, value of payments in kind, 

cost of living allowances etc.  The payments are 

given gross i.e. before any deductions for income 

tax, social insurance and other contributions to 

other funds have been made.  They also include 

imputed wages for unpaid family workers, 

working proprietors and partners. 

 

 

 

 

3.7 Employer’s contribution to various funds 

include social insurance, provident and pension 

funds, medical and other funds. 

 

 

3.8 Gross fixed capital formation refers to the 

expenditure on fixed assets excluding land, less 

the value of sales of similar fixed assets.  The 

cost of any assets produced for own use and of 

any major additions and alterations to existing 

fixed assets are included.  Fixed assets acquired 

from others were valued at the full cost incurred 

i.e. at the delivery prices plus installation costs. 

 

 

 

 

3.9 Depreciation is the estimated value of wear 

and tear of existing assets such as buildings, 

machinery, vehicles and furniture, etc.  It is 

based on an accounting depreciation concept and 

not on an economic one. 

 

 

3.10 Stocks refer to stocks held at the beginning 

and end of the reference year valued at average 

purchase prices during the year. 

 

 

3.11 Indirect taxes refer to motor vehicle 

licences, professional and municipality taxes, 

fees for business licences, stamp duties and other 

indirect taxes.

A. Sales: Is the total value of sales and services of an enterprise, including commissions, discounts and returns. The 

value of sales is the amount the customer is charged (excluding V.A.T.) after the deduction of any discounts and the 

value of goods returned. In the case of enterprises paying import and excise duties, these should be included in the value 

of sales. 

 

(1) d. Sales of services: It concerns receipts (excluding V.A.T.) from sales of services that do not form part of the main 

activity of the enterprise.

(6) Computer and software: Includes micro-computers and related devices. Also, included are operating and 

programming systems as well as software. Includes programmes for enterprise`s own use. 

 

(7) Machinery and other equipment: Includes all plant, machinery and all other capital equipment such as office 

machines (cash register, typewriters, telex, etc), mechanical handling equipment (forklifts) and other machinery and 

electrical equipment used by the enterprise. Also, includes professional tools of various types (priced over €500), such 

as carts, boxes, trolleys, mass balances, hair dryers, outdoor toys for kindergartens and other capital equipment (e.g. 

intangible goods like purchase of goodwill, purchase/sale of football players, movies production) other than those 

covered above.
