PREFACE

The annual report “Tourism Statistics”
published since 1973, presents data on the
movement of travelers, tourist flow, overnight
stays in tourist accommodation establishments
as well as data on the movement of residents.

Most of the data are presented in time series
and refer to arrivals for the various categories
of travelers by mode of travel, purpose of visit,
country of residence, length of stay, type of
accommodation etc.

As from 2002, the report includes a separate
set of tables covering revenue from tourism.
This data is collected in the framework of the
Passenger Survey at the points of departure
carried out by the Statistical Service as from
April 2002. More specifically, the report
presents data on the total revenue as well as
data on per person and per day expenditure of
tourists by country of usual residence, type of
tourist accommodation etc.

The report was  prepared by  Ms.
L. Panayidou and other staff of the Division of
Demography, Social Statistics and Tourism
under the guidance of Ms. L. Makri and the
general supervision of Ms. K. Onisiforou, Head
of the Division.

I. INTRODUCTION

1. GENERAL DEVELOPMENTS IN 2015

In 2015 the movement of travelers to and from
Cyprus recorded an increase in arrivals and
departures compared to the previous year. Total
arrivals of travelers reached 3.937.767 recording
an increase of 2,9% and departures totaled
3.924.405 recording an increase of 2,5%
compared to 2014.

Visitors arriving in Cyprus reached 2.780.321
persons in 2015, compared to 2.588.385 in
2014.

Same-day visitors, i.e. visitors who did not
spend the night in Cyprus, reached 120.916 in
2015 from 147.146 in 2014.

Tourists increased by 8,9% and reached
2.659.405 in 2015 compared to 2.441.239 in the
previous year.

The United Kingdom is the most important
source of tourism to the island having a share of
39,2% of the total tourist traffic, followed by
Russia with 19,7%, Greece with 5,2%,
Germany with 4,2%, Sweden with 4,1%, Israel
with 3,7%, Ukraine with 1,9 and% Norway and
Switzerland with 1,8%.

In 2015 revenue from tourism is estimated
at €2.112,1 mil. compared to €2.023,4 mil. in
2014 recording an increase of 4,4%.

During 2015, 1.118.877 Cypriots and foreigners
residing in Cyprus returned from a trip abroad
recording a decrease of 7,4% as compared to
2014. About 41,7% had visited Greece, 16,7%
the United Kingdom and 4,3% Russia.

At the end of 2015, 788 collective
accommodation  establishments were in
operation with a total capacity of 84.529 beds
compared to 801 establishments with 86.005
beds in 2014.

During 2015, the number of travelers reached
3.937.767 compared to 3.827.853 in 2014,
recording an increase of 2,9% (Figure 1).

Visitors arriving in Cyprus reached 2.780.321
in 2015 recording an increase of 7,4%
compared to the previous year. The wvast
majority of visitors, 95,7% were tourists who
stayed at least one night in Cyprus, 3,9% were
same-day visitors from ports and 0,5% were
same-day visitors from airports.

4 SAME-DAY VISITORS

The number of same-day visitors who did not
stay overnight in the country, reached 120.916
in 2015 compared to 147.146 in 2014. Same-day
visitors from ports accounted for 89,3% and
same-day visitors from airports for 10,7% of
total same-day visitors. The majority of same-
day visitors from ports were Germans (36,9%),
Israelis (32,1%), British (10,6%), Americans
(3,8%) and Italians (2,3%).

5. TOURISTS

Tourist arrivals reached 2.659.405 in 2015
recording an increase of 8,9% over 2.441.239 in
2014 (Figure 2).

Europe has as usual been the traditional tourist
market for Cyprus. In 2015, European countries
provided the island with 90,8% of the total tourist
arrivals and the European Union countries with
64,8%.

During 2015, a proportion of 58,7% of tourists
stated that they stayed in hotels with stars, 16,0%
in hotel apartments and tourist villages, 12,2%
with friends and relatives, 4,8% in owned
residence and 8,3% elsewhere.

Of the total number of tourists, 41,6 % stated that
they stayed in Pafos and Polis, 16,1% in Ayia
Napa, 11,3% in Lemesos, 10,9% in Paralimni,
10,6% in Larnaka and smaller proportions in
other areas.

The average expenditure per person was €794,3
in 2015 compared to €828,9 in 2014, recording
a decrease of 4,2%. Expenditure per day was
estimated at €79,9 in 2015, recording an
increase of 3,1% form 2014, when expenditure
per day was estimated at €77,5.

The highest average expenditure per person in
2015 was recorded in the month of August with
€914,0 and the lowest €609,8 in the month of
February (Figure 4).

UK. tourists, (the largest tourist market with
39,2% of the total tourists) spent on average in
2015 €879,5 per person which is 10,7% above
the overall average, while tourists from Russia
(the second largest market with 19,7% of the
total tourists) spent on average €796,4 which is
0,3% above the overall average. Tourists from
Greece, (the third major market with 5,2%) spent
on average €399,9 per person or 49,7% below the
overall average (Figure 6).

In 2015 tourists staying in Pafos, a location with
the highest proportion of tourists (41,2% of the
total) recorded an average expenditure per person
of €941,8 which is 18,6% above the overall
average, while tourists staying in Ayia Napa
(with the second highest proportion of tourists,
16,1% of the total) spent on average €770,9 or
2,9% below the overall average. Tourists staying
in Lemesos (with 11,3%) spent €741,9 or 6,6%
below the overall average and tourists in
Paralimni (with 10,9%) spent €687,2 or 13,5%
below the overall average.

7. RESIDENTS

In 2015, 1.118.877 Cypriots and foreign
residents of Cyprus returned from a trip abroad
compared to 1.208.792 in 2014, recording a
decrease of 7,4% (Figure 7). The peak-season
for residents traveling abroad was the period
July-September.

A percentage of 70,2% of the residents of
Cyprus traveling abroad stated that the main
reason for traveling was holidays, 19,6% stated
professional reasons and 7,8% studies.

The mean age of residents of Cyprus returning
from a trip abroad in 2015 was 39,4 years. The
majority, 47,1% were in the group of 25-44 years
old, 28,7% in the group of 45-64 years old and

16,3% in the group of 15-24 years old.

8. TOURIST ACCOMMODATION AND
NIGHTS SPENT

At the end of 2015, 788 collective
accommodation establishments registered by the
Cyprus Tourism Organization were in
operation, with a total capacity of 84.529 beds.
A total of 224 establishments were hotels with
stars, 165 hotel apartments, 19 tourist villages,
116 tourist villas, 162 traditional buildings, 85
tourist apartments, 8 furnished apartments, 5
hotels without stars, 2 guest houses and 2 tourist
campsites.

The total number of nights spent in collective
accommodation establishments reached
13.374.837 in 2015 compared to 13.715.342 in
2014. In 2015, 12.550.320 nights were spent by
non-residents and 824.517 by residents of
Cyprus. Ammochostos was the district with the
highest proportion of nights spent, 6.083.840,
followed by Pafos with 4.506.839, Lemesos
with  1.517.726, Larnaka with 843.592,
Lefkosia with 278.741 and hill resorts with
144.100.

1. COVERAGE OF DATA PRESENTED

The statistics cover arrivals and departures of
travelers through ports and airports. Since mid-
1974 these are related to the Government
controlled area of Cyprus. Travelers going in
and out of the country illegally through ports
and airports of the Turkish occupied area of
Cyprus are not included in the statistics.

Data referring to revenue from tourism are
based on the results of the Passenger Survey
carried out as from April 2002 by the Statistical
Service at the points of departure. All estimates
referring to the average expenditure for the year
2002 are based on the results of the months
April-December 2002.

III. SOURCES OF DATA

As from June 1997 the Passenger Survey was
initiated by the Statistical Service. It is a border
sample survey covering arrivals at all points of
entry (two international airports and three
ports). The aim of the survey is to estimate the
volume of inbound tourism as well as arrivals of
other categories of travelers (residents returning
from a trip abroad, short-term immigrants, long-
term immigrants and same-day tourists) on the
basis of total arrivals of travelers.

The overall sample size for 2015 corresponds to
about 3% of the total travelers arrived in
Cyprus.

The grossing up is effected on the basis of the
monthly arrivals of travelers by country of flight
and the monthly arrivals by port, compiled by
the Statistical Service from statistics provided
by the Civil Aviation Department and cruise
passenger lists. The Civil Aviation figures are
corrected by data provided by the Aliens and
Immigration Unit on the numbers of transfer
passengers on each flight which are deducted
from total arrivals.

IV. DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED

Travelers: Are all persons who pass through
passport control at the ports and airports of
Cyprus. The various categories of travelers are
visitors, residents and emigrants or immigrants.

Visitors: Are persons staying not more than one
year in the country visited and whose main
purpose of visit can be classified under:

a. Pleasure: holidays, cultural, active sports,
visit to friends or relatives, pilgrimage and
other pleasure purposes.

b. Professional: meeting, mission, business.

c. Other purposes: health, transit.
There are two main categories of visitors:

tourists and same day visitors.

Tourists: Are visitors staying at least one night
in the country visited.

Same-day visitors: Are visitors who do not stay
overnight in the country visited.

Residents of Cyprus: This category includes
persons who have resided in Cyprus for at least
12 months prior to their travel.

Emigrants: Residents of Cyprus who have left
Cyprus with the intention to settle abroad or to
stay for one year or more.
