INTRODUCTION

During 2006, hotels and restaurants sector has
performed an improvement compared to 2005.
Value added in real terms increased by 2,7%
compared to 1,6% that was realised in 2005.

At current market prices, value added in 2006
increased by 5,1% to £538,1 (€919,4) mn compared
to £512,0 (€874,8) mn in 2005, but its contribution
to G.D.P. declined in 2006 to 7,1% from 7,3% in
2005. Gross output increased by 7,6% to £961,9
(€1.643,4) mn from £894,2 (€1.527,9) mn in 2005.

Of the total value added 39,2% was generated
through the activity of hotels, 10,9% by hotel
apartments, 23,0% by restaurants and taverns,
7,3% by cafeterias and coffee shops, 4,3% by
night clubs and cabarets, 4,1% by fastfood
outlets and take away restaurants and 11,2% by
other eating and drinking places.

Employment and Investments

Employment in restaurants and hotels increased
by 5,9% in 2006 compared to the previous year
and reached 35.955 persons, accounting for 9,4%
of the total economically active population and
10,0% of the total gainfully employed population.

In 2006 the movement of travellers recorded a
decrease compared to the previous year. Tourist
arrivals decreased by 2,8% to 2.400.924 persons
from 2.470.063 in 2005. Europe has, as usual,
been the traditional tourist market for Cyprus. In
2006 European countries provided the island with
94,7% of the total tourist arrivals out of which
85,0% were coming from the European Union
countries. For 2005, the respective percentages
were 94,5% and 86,1%.

The United Kingdom remained the most important
source of tourism to the island and its share was
56,7% of the total tourist traffic followed by
Germany with 6,4%, Greece with 5,3%, Russia
with 4,8%, Sweden with 3,9%, Norway with 2,1%,
Ireland with 2,0% and Switzerland with 1,7%.

The gross income from tourism in 2006 was
£1.027,3 (€1.755,2) mn in comparison to £1.005,7
(€1.718,3) mn in 2005. The increase (2,1%) that
was observed in the level of gross income from
tourism is due to the increase of expenditure per
person (5,1%).

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Production Cost

The total cost incurred for the production of goods
and services in the sector of restaurants and hotels
amounted to £846,9 (€1.447,0) mn. Of this amount
£434,5 (€742,4) mn was incurred in restaurants
and £412,4 (€704,6) mn in hotels.

Total cost as a proportion to total gross output was
88,0% (83,8% for restaurants and 93,1% for
hotels).

Direct cost (materials, fuels, electricity, repairs,
etc.) used in the production of services accounted
for 45,9% of the total production costs in
restaurants and 30,2% in hotels. On the other
hand, wages and salaries in restaurants and hotels
represent 36,1% and 40,4% of the total cost
respectively. The share of administrative costs in
restaurants represent only 4,5% of the total, while
in hotels 5,9%. The proportion of interests paid for
loans in restaurants represent only 1,7% of the
total costs while in the hotels 6,8%. Depreciation
of buildings and equipment makes up 8,9% of the
total cost for hotels and only 4,1% for restaurants.
Indirect taxes represent 0,4% of the total
production cost in restaurants and 1,9% in hotels.
The proportion of rents paid in restaurants was
7,3% of the total costs while in the hotels 5,9%.

2. SOURCES OF DATA AND METHODS

Coverage

The Survey covered all activities classified under
code 55 of the European System of Classification
of the Economic Activities (NACE Rev. 1.1). It
extended to (a) restaurants, cafes and other eating
and drinking places and (b) hotels, hotel
apartments and other lodging places.

The Sample

The Survey is carried out on a sample basis,
covering all establishments engaging 20 persons
and over and a sub-sample of the establishments,
employing less than 20 persons. The Census of
Establishments of 2005 provided the framework
for drawing the sample. The sample size for 2006
was 1.370 establishments of which 266 employed
20 persons and over and 1.104 establishments
employing less than 20 persons.

Evaluation of Survey Results

In order to provide a statistical check of the
accuracy of the results of the 2006 Survey,
coefficients of variation for the major parameters
were calculated. The results of this analysis are
presented in the table below:

The Statistical Unit Enumerated

The statistical unit enumerated was the establish-
ment. In those cases where an enterprise consisted
of more than one establishments, these were
treated separately by obtaining information from
each one of them. However, in a few cases where
no separate accounts for units of a multi-unit
enterprise were kept, the whole enterprise was
taken as the reporting unit.

Reference Period

The reference period for the data collected was
the calendar year 2006.

Confidentiality of Data Collected

In compliance with the Statistics Law (15(1)2000)
the Statistical Service treats all data collected as
confidential and uses it solely for statistical pur-
poses. No data for individual firms or persons are
published or disclosed to anyone.

Questionnaire of the Survey

The questionnaire used for the survey is presented
in the Appendix. The information sought in the
questionnaire is related to employment and labour
costs by employment status, purchases and sales
of fixed assets, stocks at the beginning and end of
the year, value of output, intermediate costs by
type, administrative expenses, indirect taxes,
interest on loans, depreciation and rents paid.

Enumeration

The enumeration was carried out during the period
May-September, 2007. Enumerators of the
Statistical Service visited every establishment
included in the survey. Before the personal
interviews were effected, letters were dispatched
to all establishments included in the sample, so
that the establishments to be informed for the
survey conduction.

Data Processing and Results

The processing of the survey data was carried out
by the Data Processing Section of the Statistical
Service. The final results were prepared using the
SAS statistical package.

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3. DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED

Establishment is an economic unit under a single
legal entity, which engages, in one, or predomi-
nantly one, kind of economic activity and at a
single physical location.

Enterprise refers to an economic unit which is a
legal entity - a firm or self-employed - engaging
in one, or predominantly one, kind of economic
activity. It may consist of more than one estab-
lishments located at various sites.

Persons engaged in an establishment or enterprise
refer to working proprietors, unpaid family
members, permanent and casual employees. The
average employment for the year is derived as a
simple twelve month average of the number
employed in each category. Part-time employees,
that is persons working less than the usual number
of working days of the establishment or persons
working fewer hours every day, are converted into
full-time equivalent, using as conversion factor
the number of working days for which the
establishment usually operates (about 260 days

per year).

Gross output of restaurants and hotels is defined
as the value of services produced, net receipts
from the sale of goods sold in the same condition
as purchased and other receipts.

Value added at market prices is the gross output
less the cost of materials, fuels and other direct
costs as well as administrative expenses and rents.

Value added at factor cost is the value derived
